	 4Freshman midfielder Stanton Coville (Powell, Ohio/ Olentangy Liberty) 
has tallied three of his four goals at home.  
	 4Coville leads the team with two game-winning goals.  Junior forward Edgar 
Friloux (Madison, Wis./ West) and junior midfielder Joseph Farias-Eisner 
(Calabasas, Calif./ Harvard-Westlake) each have one game-winner to their 
credit.
