Notes & Numbers

#2 in the Nation

For the second straight week, Chicago ranks second in the NCAA Division Il in rebound margin. Led
by sophomore forward Molly Hackney's (East Lansing, Mich./ Lansing Catholic) 6.2 boards per game,
the Maroons have outrebounded their opponents by an average of 14.6 per game. Chicago had held the
rebounding edge in every game this season until Washington outrebounded the Maroons 43-42 last Satur-
day.

Maroons at the RAC

Chicago returns home for the rst time in 15 days featuring a 5-1 record and three-game winning
streak at the Ratner Athletics Center. During their three-game home winning streak, the Maroons have
posted a +26.7 scoring margin and a +19.3 rebounding margin while outshooting their foes 47% to 31%
from the eld.

Mojidi Approaching Milestone

Seniorguard No Mojidi (Silver Spring, Md./ Bullis School) is 18 points and two steals shy of becom-
ing only the second player in school history to net 1,200 points, 200 steals, and 200 free throws during her
career. Two-time All-American Kristin Maschka (1987-91) nished her career with 1,299 points, 220 free
throws, and 234 steals.

Rapier Pulls Down #600

With a season-high nine rebounds last week at Washington (Mo.), senior forward Nicaya Rapier (Mun-
ster, Ind./ Bishop Noll) became the sixth player in school history and the rstsince 1997 to collect 600
rebounds in a career. Rapier needs 12 boards to move into fourth place on Chicago’s all-time leaderboard.

Mojidi from the Line

Senior guard No Mojidi (Silver Spring, Md./ Bullis School) has continued to improved her free
throw percentage throughout her career. After shooting 47% as a freshman, she shot 63% as a sophomore
and 75% a year ago. In 2007-08, Mojidi has connected at an 81.5% clip, hitting 22 of 27 attempts.

Double Double

Senior guard No Mojidi (Silver Spring, Md./ Bullis School) recorded her rst double-double of the
season and second of her career with 11 points and 11 rebounds last week at Washington (Mo.). Mojidi
became the third Maroon to post a double-double this season.

Double Figures

Sophomore forward Molly Hackney (East Lansing, Mich./ Lansing Catholic) has tallied double dig-
its in four of her last ve outings and in a team-high eight games on the year. With 12.7 points per contest,
Hackney is the lone Maroon averaging better than 10 points per game.

UAA Stat Leaders

Sophomore forward Molly Hackney (East Lansing, Mich./ Lansing Catholic) ranks among the UAA
top-eight in two statistical categories: blocked shots (3rd, 1.1) and o ensive rebounding (7th, 2.3). Junior
guard Alex Leach (Gurnee, Ill./ Warren) is the third-most accurate three-point shooter in the league with
a 39.5% mark.

Team Depth

Of the 14 Maroons who have seen action this year, 12 have logged an average of at least 10 minutes
per game. Chicago’s Ve starters have played between 18.4 and 25.4 minutes, while reserves’ average court
time has ranged from 10.8 to 16.7.

Most Recent Game

Washington (Mo.) 67, Chicago 56 (Jan. 12)

ST. LOUIS -- Washington’s (Mo.) Halsey Ward scored 26 points and grabbed nine rebounds to lead
the host Bears to a 67-56 victory over Chicago in the University Athletic Association opener for both teams
Saturday afternoon.

Freshman guard Dana Kaplan (Commack, N.Y./ Commack) hit a pair of three-pointersin the games

rst seven minutes as Chicago (9-3 overall, 0-1 UAA) built an early 18-7 lead.

Washington (9-3, 1-0) closed out the opening period with a 9-0 run -- including seven points from
Ward -- giving the Bears a 32-31 edge at the intermission.

Washington held the Maroons to just two points during the rst ve minutes of the second stanza.
Ward s fourth three-pointer of the day put the Bears on top 52-43 with 8:51 remaining.

A pair of layups by sophomore forward Molly Hackney (East Lansing, Mich./ Lansing Catholic) and
two free throws from sophomore guard Jamie Stinson (Topeka, Kan./ Shawnee Heights) got Chicago
to within three points, 52-49, at the 7:15 mark.

Washington answered with a 5-0 run, capped by Zoe Unruh s three-pointer as the shot clock expired,
to increase its lead to 57-49 with 5:21 to play. The Bears led by at least eight points the rest of the way as
they notched their 17th straight home victory and ended Chicagos four-game winning streak.

Janice Evans pulled down 11 rebounds as the Bears outrebounded Chicago -- which entered the
contest ranked second in the nation in rebound margin -- by a 43-42 edge.

Both teams struggled from the eld, Chicago at 31% and Washington at 37%. The Bears connected
on 21 of 23 attempts from the foul line, while the Maroons hit six of their eight tries.

Hackney led Chicago with 14 points, while senior guard No Mojidi (Silver Spring, Md./ Bullis
School) recorded her second career double-double with 11 points and 11 boards.
