Notes & Numbers

At the Polls
After an eight-week absence from the NCAA Division Ill rankings, Chicago was listed 24th in this week’s
USA Today/ESPN coaches poll. Chicago last appeared in the rankings in the #21 slot back in week two.

Last Road Trip

Heading into its nal road games of the regular season, Chicago sports a 5-4 overall record and 2-3 UAA
mark away from home. The Maroons split their most recent UAA road swing, defeating Carnegie Mellon 84-53
on Feb. 1 before falling to Rochester 54-48 two days later.

NCAA Statistics

Through games of Feb. 10, Chicago ranked fth in the NCAA Division Il in rebound margin (+12.4) and
17thin eld goal percentage defense (32.8%).

Sophomore guard Jamie Stinson (Topeka, Kan./ Shawnee Heights) stood 35th in the nation with a
1.84 assist-to-turnover ratio.

UAA Statistics

The Maroons lead the UAA in rebounding margin (+12.4) and eld goal percentage defense (32.8%) and
rank second in scoring defense (53.9), scoring margin (+11.5), and eld goal percentage (41.2%).

Sophomore forwards Anna Woods (Bala Cynwyd, Pa./ Lower Merion) and Molly Hackney (East Lan-
sing, Mich./ Lansing Catholic) rank second and fourth, respectively, among the UAA blocked shots leaders (1.2
per game, 0.9 per game).

Hackney also stands among the league leaders in eld goal percentage (4th, 46.4%), scoring (8th, 12.2),
and rebounding (8th, 6.4).

Sophomore guard Jamie Stinson (Topeka, Kan./ Shawnee Heights) stands third in the league in assists
per game (3.4) and assist-to-turnover ratio (1.84).

On the Glass

En route to posting the NCAA Division lllI's  fth-best rebounding margin (+12.4), the Maroons have held
the edge on the boards in 19 of their 20 games.

Five di erent Maroons have grabbed 10 or more boards in a game this year and sixdi erent players have
been the team’s high rebounder on at least one occasion.

Three players average better than ve rebounds per game: sophomore forward Molly Hackney (East
Lansing, Mich./ Lansing Catholic) with 6.4, sophomore forward Anna Woods (Bala Cynwyd, Pa./ Lower Mer-
ion) with 6.2, and senior forward Nicaya Rapier (Munster, Ind./ Bishop Noll) with 5.2.

Rapier is the fourth-leading rebounder in Chicago history with 645 boards. She needs 25 more to move
into third place.

Team Defense
The Maroons have held their opponents’ eld goal percentage below 40% in 18 of their 20 games, includ-
ing each of the last 13. Over the last three contests Chicago’s opponents have shot a paltry 27.6%.

Late Heroics
Chicago has trailed in the second half in four of its last nine victories. Junior guard Alex Leach (Gurnee,
IIl./ Warren) has provided the go-ahead basket in the nal minutes twice in the Maroons' last seven games.
The Maroons have won two of six games in which they were behind with 5:00 remaining in the contest.

Sixty is Enough
Chicago is 12-0 when scoring at least 60 points. The Maroons are 6-0 when scoring between 60 and 69
points and 6-0 when scoring 70 or more.

Ahead at the Intermission
The Maroons are 13-0 this season when leading at halftime. In four years under Head Coach Aaron Rous-
sell, Chicago is 51-6 when it leads at the break.

Mojidi Approaching 1,300
Senior guard No Mojidi (Silver Spring, Md./ Bullis School) needs 28 points to become the second
player in school history to reach the 1,300 plateau. Mojidi also needs ve eld goals for 500 in her career.

Notes from the Last Game (Chicago 67, Carnegie Mellon 38 Feb. 10)

With a team-high 10 points, senior forward Nicaya Rapier (Munster, Ind./ Bishop Noll) became the sixth
di erent player to lead the Maroons in scoring this season.

Freshman guard Claire Gerall (Houston, Texas/ Kinkaid) scored a career-high nine points. Gerall was
2-for-3 from three-point range and 3-for-4 from the foul line.

Chicago committed a season-low 10 turnovers.

Carnegie Mellon's 38 points were the fewest allowed by a Chicago team since it defeated Wheaton (l1l.)
57-36 on Jan. 2, 2007.

CHICAGO -- Senior forward Nicaya Rapier (Munster, Ind./ Bishop Noll) led a balanced at-
tack with 10 points as the University of Chicago womens basketball team defeated Carnegie
Mellon University 67-38 in University Athletic Association play Sunday at the Ratner Athletics
Center.

With the victory, Chicago (15-5 overall, 6-3 UAA) climbed into a tie for third place in the
league standings, one game o the pace with ve left to play.

Chicago held the Tartans to just one eld goal during the games rst 14:04 as it took a
26-6 lead.

The Maroons led 33-13 at the break and maintained at least a 16-point advantage through-
out the second period.

One of 12 Maroons to score, Rapier connected on four of ve attempts from the eld and
was perfect on two free throw attempts. She also grabbed ve rebounds.

Chicago enjoyed a 49-30 advantage on the boards. Sophomore forward Molly Hackney
(East Lansing, Mich./ Lansing Catholic) led the Maroons with nine rebounds, while sophomore
forward Anna Woods (Bala Cynwyd, Pa./ Lower Merion) grabbed seven.

Rachelle Roll led Carnegie Mellon (7-13, 0-9) with 10 points and nine rebounds.
