Chicago posted an 18-7 overall record in 2006-07, giving the Maroons their most victories
in 13 years. The team placed fth in the UAA with a 7-7 mark in league play.

The Classics
In 10 previous Midway Classics, the Maroons have captured four titles, placed second on
ve occasions, and nished third once. In 2006, Chicago defeated Wittenberg 80-58 in the
championship game.

Roussell in Openers
Head Coach Aaron Roussell has posted a 3-0 record in season openers -- all at the Mid-
way Classic. The Maroons tipped o  the 2006-07 campaign with a 76-58 win over Kalamazoo.

Maroons at the RAC

In four years at the Ratner Athletics Center, Chicago has compiled a 32-17 (.653) overall
record. The Maroons are 27-11 on their home court under Head Coach Aaron Roussell, in-
cluding a 10-3 nish a year ago.

At the Polls

Chicago ranked third among teams in the "Others Receiving Votes" category in the
D3hoops.com preseason poll. Scranton garnered 121 votes to claim the #25 spot in the poll.
Cortland State (119), Medaille (118), and Chicago (115) were next.

Rapier on Board

Senior forward Nicaya Rapier (Munster, Ind./ Bishop Noll) enters the season in eighth
place on the Chicago all-time rebounding chart with 541 lifetime boards. Rapier led the Ma-
roons and ranked sixth in the UAA with 8.6 boards per game in 2006-07.

Top of Her Class
An All-Central Region selection a year ago, senior guard No Mojidi (Silver Spring, Md./
Bullis School) headlines the list of returning players. Mojidi, who averaged 16.4 points per
contest in 2006-07, enters this season among Chicagos all-time leaders in steals (3rd, 172),
eld goal percentage (4th, .478), eld goals made (5th, 414), three-point eld goal percentage
(5th, .331), scoring average (5th, 14.2), scoring (7th, 1,064), three-point eld goals (8th, 58),
and free throw attempts (9th, 283).

Leach for Three

Junior guard Alex Leach (Gurnee, Ill./ Warren) was the second-most accurate three-
point shooter in the UAA in 2006-07 with a.382 clip  the sixth-best in Chicago history. Leach
connected on 26 of 68 three-point attempts.

Block Party

Sophomore forwards Molly Hackney (East Lansing, Mich./ Lansing Catholic) and Anna
Woods (Bala Cynwyd, Pa./ Lower Merion) combined to block 71 shots a year ago. The UAA
Rookie of the Year, Hackney rejected 43 shots, while Woods collected 28 blocks.

Ball Control

Sophomore guard Jamie Stinson (Topeka, Kan./ Shawnee Heights) led the Maroons
with a 1.77 assist-to-turnover ratio last season. In 25 games (eight starts), Stinson collected 62
assists against only 35 turnovers.
