Maroons at the RAC

sentation on Dec. 1.  The Maroons sport a 3-1 mark on their homecourt this season and are 30-12 in 
four years under Head Coach Aaron Roussell.

Woods Standing Tall
 Sophomore forward Anna Woods (Bala Cynwyd, Pa./ Lower Merion) has averaged 10.0 
points and 10.5 rebounds during her last two outings.  In Saturday’s 83-40 win at North Park, Woods 
produced her �rst career double-double with 11 points and 10 boards.  Woods, who has come o� 
the bench in all nine games to date, leads the team with 6.1 rebounds per game.
