Notes & Numbers

Maroons at the RAC

Chicago returns home for the rst time since Jan. 20 sportinga ve-game winning streak and a 7-1
record (2-0 UAA) at the Ratner Athletics Center. The Maroons’ only home setback to date was a 62-53 loss
to third-ranked Wisconsin-Whitewater back on Nov. 28.

Chicago vs. Top 25

The Maroons are 1-3 against teams currently ranked among the NCAA Division Il top 25. Chicago
defeated 20th-ranked Wisconsin-Eau Claire (56-49, Nov. 24) and lost to #3 Wisconsin-Whitewater (62-53,
Nov. 28), #7 Rochester (54-48, Feb. 3), and #22 Washington (67-56, Jan. 12).

NCAA Statistics

Through games of Feb. 3, Chicago ranks sixth in the NCAA Division Il in rebound margin (+12.3)
and 25th in eld goal percentage defense (33.5%).

Sophomore guard Jamie Stinson (Topeka, Kan./ Shawnee Heights) ranks 22nd in the nation
with a 1.97 assist-to-turnover ratio.

UAA Statistics

The Maroons lead the UAA in rebounding margin (+12.3) and eld goal percentage (41.6%) and
rank second in eld goal percentage defense (33.5%) and assists per game (15.0).

Sophomore guard Jamie Stinson (Topeka, Kan./ Shawnee Heights) stands third in the league in
assists (3.5 per game) and assist-to-turnover ratio (1.97). Stinson handed out a career-high 10 assists last
Friday at Carnegie Mellon.

Sophomore forwards Anna Woods (Bala Cynwyd, Pa./ Lower Merion) and Molly Hackney (East
Lansing, Mich./ Lansing Catholic) rank third and fourth, respectively, among the UAA blocked shots
leaders (1.06 per game, 0.89 per game). Woods has rejected 12 shots in seven UAA a airs.

Team Depth

Chicago features 11 players averaging at least 10 minutes per game and only one player averaging
more than 25 minutes per contest.

Non-starters have outrebounded starters (24.6 to 20.4) and have accounted for 41% of the team’s
scoring (27.1 of 65.9).

Chicago reserves have combined to produce 10 double-digit scoring performances and three
double-digit rebounding e orts.

Sophomore forward Anna Woods (Bala Cynwyd, Pa./ Lower Merion) leads non-starters in scor-
ing (4.6) and rebounding (6.2).

Mojidi Nets 70th Double Digit Game

With 11 points this past Sunday at Rochester, senior guard No Mojidi (Silver Spring, Md./ Bul-
lis School) notched her 70th career double gure performance. Mojidi has tallied 10 or more points in
seven of her last eight outings.

Mojidi needs 50 points to become the second player in school history to reach the 1,300 plateau.

On the Boards

Featuring the nation’s sixth-best rebounding margin and the bestin the UAA Chicago has held
the rebounding advantage in 17 of 18 games. Washington is the only team this season to have outdueled
the Maroons on the glass (43-42, Jan. 12).

Five di erent Maroons have grabbed 10 or more rebounds in a game this year.

In UAA play, Chicago has compiled a +6.6 rebound margin.

Worth Noting

Chicago has yet to lose back-to-back games this season, having posted a 4-0 mark in games follow-
ing a defeat.

The Maroons have held their opponents’ eld goal percentage below 40% in 16 of 18 games and
11inarow. No team has shot better than 40.4% (Wheaton, Ill., 12/8) on the season.

Chicago is 11-0 when scoring at least 60 points.

Chicago has trailed in the second half in four of its last eight wins.

Rochester 54, Chicago 48 (Feb. 3)

ROCHESTER, N.Y. -- Eighth-ranked Rochester outscored the Maroons 12-6 during the game’s
nal ve minutes en route to a 54-48 victory in University Athletic Association women's basketball
play Sunday at the Palestra.

With the score tied 42-42 with 4:43 left in the contest, Rochester (17-1 overall, 7-0 UAA) launched
a 7-0 run, capped by a three-point basket by Melissa Alwardt with 3:53 left to play.

A pair of layups by senior guard No Mojidi (Silver Spring, Md./ Bullis School) 37 seconds
apart cut the Yellowjackets' lead to 49-46 with 2:10 remaining.

The score held at 49-46 until Alwardt sunk a pair of foul shots with 31 seconds to go. Another
Mojidi basket made it a one-possession game, 51-48, with 20 seconds left, but Helen Baroody
answered with two free throws for Rochester just three seconds later to seal the win.

Rochester converted nine of 10 free throw attempts during the game’s nal 5:05 and was 16
for 20 for the game. Chicago (13-5, 4-3) was just six of 13 on the day.

Chicago held a 48-34 rebounding edge, but was plagued by 25 turnovers that led to 17 Roch-
ester points.

Julie Marriott led all scorers with 19 points for Rochester, while Alex Porter contributed 10
rebounds and nine points.

With 11 points, Mojidi was the only Maroon to nish in double gures.

Rochester notched its fourth series victory in the past ve meetings and third straight at the
Palestra.
