Non-Conference Win Streak at 30

Chicago brings a 30-game non-conference winning streak into tonight's contest.
The Maroons, whose last non-UAA setback was an 80-60 loss to Hanover on Dec. 4, 2004,
are 33-4 in non-conference play under Head Coach Aaron Roussell. Chicago’s 30-game
non-league winning streak includes an 82-72 win at Wisconsin-Whitewater last season.

Starting Strong

A win tonight would give the Maroons a 5-0 record for the third time in as many
years. Chicagowonits rst 16 games a year ago after starting the 2005-06 campaign with
10 straight victories.

Poll Watching

Chicago ranked 18th in both the D3hoops.com and USA Today/ESPN coaches polls
released earlier this week. Tonight's game marks the Maroons’ rst against a nationally-
ranked foe this season. Wisconsin-Whitewater is ranked 10th by D3hoops.com and 15th
by USA Today/ESPN.

At the RAC

Chicago is 2-0 at the Ratner Center this season, where it has won 12 of its last 15 con-
tests. In four years under Head Coach Aaron Roussell, the Maroons are 29-11 overall and
17-2 in non-conference play at Ratner.

Climbing the Charts

With one more point, senior guard No Mojidi (Silver Spring, Md./ Bullis School)
would move into sole possession of  fth place on the Chicago all-time scoring chart. Mo-
jidi has tallied 1,111 points during her career. The Maroons’ second-leading scorer (11.8),
Moijidi has reached double digits in three of four games this year and on 62 occasions
during her career.

Stinson Nets Tournament MVP Honors

Sophomore guard Jamie Stinson (Topeka, Kan./ Shawnee Heights) was named
the most valuable player as Chicago won the Wisconsin-Eau Claire Thanksgiving Show-
case last weekend. Stinson contributed 12 points in a 66-45 win over Edgewood in the
opener, before scoring 12 points in a 56-49 win over the host Blugolds in the title match-
up. In the two contests, Stinson shot 81.8% from the eld (9-11), including a 75.0% clip
from three-point range (3-4).

O theBench

Junior guard Alex Leach (Gurnee, Ill./ Warren) leads non-starters with 5.0 points per
game. Her 11 points against Baruch in the Midway Classic championship game (11/18)
were the most by a reserve this year.

Dominating the Boards

Chicago has held a double-digit rebounding advantage in all four games to date
and enters tonight'sa air sporting a +16.0 rebound margin. One of six players averaging
at least four rebounds per contest, sophomore forward Molly Hackney (East Lansing,
Mich./ Lansing Catholic) leads the team with a 6.8 per game average.
